Handicap Corner

With the roll out of the new handicap service GN21, there is no longer a GLMS. All future references for the handicap ser-
vice will be GN21. We know there are a lot of questions on how to use some of the functions of the system. We thank you for
your patience as we work through a few growing pains that will produce a more efficient handicap system and accessibility.

1. The home course that is seen when you log in is the Chapter home course and can only be changed by Golfnet when re-
quested by your chapter. To change your personal home course, click on the ACCOUNT tab on the top of your GN21
home page, and then scroll down to  default course and tee box; click on search course directory and then after finding
the course you want, submit it. This will change your home course.

2. The Attest Button will be put up on the Post Score Page in a couple of days.

3. I you have completed your initial set up on the EWGA MEMBER site with your email address and password, and click on
the box that says “Remember Me,” you will never have to enter this information again. Logging into your handicap ac-
count will only be two clicks away...MEMBER LOGIN and HANDICAP on the left side.

4, Most of the course information has been updated, however if you find one that does not have the correct slope and
rating, please see the “click here” to report missing or incorrect information to Golfnet, which is located directly be-
neath where you select your course. This will open up a screen where you can enter the information to be selected.

5. I you feel the font is too small simply click on the % tab in the lower right corner of your computer screen and you can
increase the font to a larger size.

Policy Changes effective as of 2010:

a. In order to participate, all registrants will be required to have an equivalent of at least two (2) 18 hole rounds posted in
the current years handicap record. Scores must be posted by the selected handicap revision date prior to the CHAPTER
CHAMPIONSHIPS; members with a trend or local handicap exceeding 40.4 will not be eligible to participate in the stroke play
division.

b. Stroke Play & Scramble Divisions: Below is the adjusted handicap range for stroke play and the corresponding individual
handicap factor for scramble team participants:

Handicap Index Range Stroke Play Flight Indv. Scramble Factor
0-12.0 Championship +2
12.1-19.0 First +1
19.1- 250 Second 0
251-= 320 Third -1
32.0 - 40.4 (or higher for Fourth -2
scramble)

c. Players on scramble teams with handicap index factor of +1,0,-1, or -2 will play the same yardages as 1%, 2™,3" and 4™ flight
stroke play competitors: 4800-5300yards / 115-125 slope.

d. Only one member of a scramble team shall have a handicap index of 12.0 or less based on the established handicap revision
date prior to the Chapter Championship.

e. The total scramble team index factor shall fall between: +2 and -5

f. Ties in the scramble division will use a fraction of a team handicap factor rounded to the nearest tenth. (New, and more
information forthcoming)

g. Scramble substitutes will be required to match the same individual factor as the team member they are replacing. They will
no longer have to meet the three stroke margin previously required.
